Saturday saw the crews tackle a further ten stages around the island and,
with the weather once again playing an important role, Andrew found a
good balance between outright pace and keeping the Citroen on the black
stuff. Andrew’s confidence in the car grew from stage to stage and he
eventually returned to Douglas for the ceremonial finish with a dominant
victory of over three minutes!
